· Weekly Report: Your child will have a Weekly Report in his/her folder today.  This report includes what grades your child made last week, his/her behavior, and homework handed in.  
· Homework: Each week you will receive this newsletter with your child’s homework assignments on the back.  It should be in your child’s homework folder.  This paper should stay inside the clear pocket that is inside the homework folder.  Homework should be on a separate sheet of notebook paper and should be written in his or her neatest handwriting.  

· Reading Fluency: Students will be working on reading fluency continuously this year (Fluency is how fast and smoothly they can read without missing words).  Students will be drill on how many reading words they can read in 10 sec. On Tuesday I will also send home the vocabulary story for them to use to practice fluency. Then I will check their fluency on Thursday.
